I. CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by President Jan Worswick.

IV.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

President (Jan Worswick) introduced:

          Director (Dave Worswick): Operations/Maintenance: 

              Dave stated that getting upgrades for the system is in focus and going forward.  He spoke about the long-overdue need for electric emergency disconnects (motion to approve local bid M/S/C) for plant and substation. Dave said Jerry had just reported a tree was blown down across the access road to the water plant and said he would address the problem “tomorrow morning”.  (He and Greg Blinn cut down and cleared the tree from the road on 11.21.09).

Treasurer (Linda McPherson): Not present.  President Jan Worswick asked the Board to review the Financial Report (attached to the Agenda) and asked for comments/questions.  No comments were made.

V. OLD BUSINESS:

President (Jan Worswick): Jan discussed the State Regional Board’s 4M non-reporting fine, which is now moot, but a discretionary fine will soon be charged in its place.  Jan explained the accumulated fine and how it was compounded and reviewed the changed enforcement policy and paper reports infractions which are posted on the State website and how they became ‘Policy’, according to our attorney.  Jan read a letter from our attorney explaining our current status.  Jan asked for continued discretion in discussing our status where we might be heard.

Jan reported that our Discharge to Land Permit is going through the  County/State permit process, which will take at least 6 weeks.  Our Civil Engineer, Scott DeLeon, is following the Lake County approval process through the various departments and is resolving issues as they come up.

NEW BUSINESS:

President (Jan Worswick) re-iterated that Amy Little from the State Public Health came up from Santa Rosa for a regularly-scheduled plant inspection this past week.  During Amy’s meeting with Jan, she indicated that the low-interest loan funding arm of her department was revisiting our plant upgrade loan request and were planning to send us an offer. Because we do not yet have anything in writing from the State, we will wait until it is received before reviewing our options, as such undocumented information is too premature for discussion. Jan reminded us that we’ve been hearing exactly this same statement from Public Health for more than 4 years now. Jan moved that flowers be sent to Barb Curtis, outgoing Board Secretary, as a thank you for her years of dedicated service to the Water Board, which was seconded and approved.

VII.
OWNERS’ FORUM:

A Shareholder stated he had viewed the video disc of the September 18, 2009 Board Meeting and objected to a comment he heard. President Worswick said that the Meeting disc would be reviewed for content and context.  Another Shareholder asked if the Board had any idea of the value of the discretionary fine that will come from the State.  Jan responded with the information she was given by our attorney.
